Hence we often need to ask for “donations”… I appreciate that this is often difficult, but we depend on contributions to do all these “extras”. I think that all of this should be funded centrally, especially swimming, , but the Government doesn’t think the same way. That’s my little moan over so on to brighter things! I have had a really positive response about pre- and post- school club so I’m trying to get someone involved in taking it over as soon as possible. The ICT room is gradually taking shape and we hope to have it in use by just after half term. Our next project may be a new kitchen to be built next summer for which we need county approval. Money for buildings by the way is ring-fenced and can’t be spent on anything else.
